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HOW TO RECYCLE IN YOUR COMMUNITY

Single family households in RRRASOC communities have weekly curbside recycling collection provided by their contracted
waste hauler, Waste Management or GFL Environmental. Once collected, recyclable materials are delivered to the RRRASOC
Materials Recovery Facility (MRF) in Southfield to be sorted, separated, baled and shipped to end markets.

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BEYOND THE BIN: ABOUT THE MATERIALS RECOVERY FACILITY (MRF)

The RRRASOC Materials Recovery Facility (or MRF) is located at the northeast corner of Eight Mile and Evergreen Roads in Southfield.
It was originally built in 1994 on the site of a vacant manufacturing facility and completed renovated in 2016.

The RRRASOC facility is a state-of-the-art single stream processing system that sorts, separates and bales recyclables collected from our
nine member communities as well as regionally from other communities. Once baled, the recyclable commodities are sold and shipped
locally, nationally and globally and are used as resources to make new products.

The MRF can process up to 20 tons of recyclable material per hour from residential curhside recycling programs, commercial and
industrial businesses and items collected from RRRASOC's two recycling drop-off sites.

PREPARING YOUR RECYCLABLES

As technology improves, we have been able to require much less preparation of the recyclables
for pick-up. No longer must a resident remove labels or caps from food containers.

Here are a few fips on how fo make your recycling as easy as possible:

V Please rinse containers. We're not looking for perfection; we just want to keep odors and
pest problems at a minimum.

V Labels do not need fo be removed.
«/ Keep caps on plastic bottles and confainers.

«/ Keep recyclables LOOSE in your bin or cart or in the recycling drop-off site containers.
DO NOT BAG RECYCLABLES. Plastic bags and recyclables in bags are removed and
thrown away.

V Hatten cardhoard or paperboard boxes, to allow for more space in your bin/cart.

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SIMPLE RECYCLING, INC. CURBSIDE CLOTHING & TEXTILE RECYCLING

The average person throws away 68 pounds of dothing per year. Clothing and housewares account for approximately 10% of what
Americans send to the landfill each year. Clothing and textiles are 100% recyclable, but 85% still ends up in landfills.

At curbside each week, residents in all of RRRASOC's member communities can recycle unwanted clothing, shoes, fashion accessories
and other household items such as kitchenware, tools, toys and books with Simple Recycling, Inc.

This Simple Recycling clothing and textile recyding program is in addition to your current recycling program. Your recycling cart / bin
collection will remain the same.

HOW DOES THE SIMPLE RECYCLING PROGRAM WORK?

V' Use only special orange Simple Recycling bags available from your municipal office or by
calling Simple Recycling directly at 866-835-5068.

V' Place clothing and fextiles that you want reused/recycled in the orange “Simple Recydling”
bags or use special tags for larger items. Set the bags/items at the curb on the same day

as your weekly, recyding and refuse pick-up service.

@ Do NOT put clothing and textiles in your recycling bin or cart.
V' Collection service is provided by Simple Recydling, Inc. separately from garbage and recycling.

V' Replacement bags will be left behind for your next use. You can obtain additional orange
hags from your municipal office or contact Simple Recycling, Inc. at 866 835-5068.

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GOT HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS WASTE?

Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) includes products used in and around your home, garden, and garage that
contain ingredients that, when handled and disposed improperly, can cause harm to people and the environment.

These products have the following characteristics: Corrosivity; Toxicity; Flammability; Reactivity.
Warnings on labels such as “poisonous or toxic”, “flammable or ignitable”, or “corrosive” are indicators that the
items should be disposed of as HHW. Cleaners that contain strong acids, bleach or ammonia are also hazardous,
as is oil-based paint.

RRRASOC provides household hazardous waste events yearly in several of our member communities to help
residents properly and safely dispose of household hazardous waste materials.

MEDICINE DISPOSAL

The proper disposal of unused or expired medications protects the environment and human health and safety.

With the abuse of prescription medicine on the rise, it is important to promptly and properly dispose of unused, expired
medications. Use one of the options below to reduce the risk of people improperly consuming or handling medications.

WHAT SHOULD YOU DO WITH UNWANTED/EXPIRED MEDICATIONS?

Do NOT flush medications down the drain or toilet.

Medicines flushed down the drain or toilet pass through waste water treatment plants. These facilities do not treat
water for such chemicals, which end up directly in our lakes and sireams.

Do NOT throw medications in the trash.

Medicines disposed in landfills can potentially seep info and contaminate surrounding groundwater.
Check with your pharmacy to see if they have a drug take back program.
Bring unwanted medicine to a« RRRASOC Household Hazardous Waste Event.
